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IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED, pursuant to Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 41(a), by
plaintiff Coalition for ICANN Transparency Inc. (“CFIT”), on the one hand, and defendant
VeriSign, Inc. (“VeriSign”), on the other hand, through their respective counsel of record, that the -
above-captioned action is dismissed with prejudice in its entirety, with each party to bear its own
attorneys’ fees and costs.

IT IS FURTHER STIPULATED by and between CFIT and VeriSign that the Court shall
retain jurisdiction over this action following its dismissal for the sole purpose of enforcing the

parties’ settlement.
