Cooperative
engagement is expected to be among ICANN and the requesting party, without reference to outside
counsel. The requesting party may invoke the CEP by providing written notice to ICANN, noting the
invocation of the process, identifying the Board action(s) at issue, identifying the provisions of the
ICANN Bylaws or Articles of Incorporation that are alleged to be violated, and designating a single
point of contact for the resolution of the issue.

In order to be materially affected, the person must suffer injury or harm that is directly and causally
connected to the Board's alleged violation of the Bylaws or the Articles of Incorporation, and not as a
result of third parties acting in line with the Board's action.
